2. Application Availability: Online:  www.kofc7771.org.  Paper application is available at the parish 

office.  NOTE: Applicant families will be asked to submit prior year tax return form 1040 or 

equivalent proof of income with their application. 

 

3. Duration of Scholarship: One time award per academic year of the awarded amount in the form 

of a check made out to one of the following schools (for each child) to be applied to tuition. 

Chelsea Academy | Divinum Auxilium Academy | John XXIII Montessori Center | John Paul the 

Great Montessori Academy | Our Lady of Champion | Padre Pio Academy | St. Edith Stein 

School for Girls | St. Joseph the Just School for Boys 

 

4. Eligibility: Children of families who have been registered parishioners of St. John the Baptist 

Parish for more than six months.  

 

5. Basis of Award: The scholarships are awarded based on submission of an application and a most 

recent Federal Tax Return form by the established deadline.  Applicants are reviewed on the basis 

of need and a brief written essay about why tuition assistance is being requested.  Applications 

will be reviewed by the CETA committee once per year and applicants will be notified of 

disbursement decisions on or around July 1st. Late or incomplete applications will not be 

considered. 

 

6. Advertisement of Scholarships: On or about April 1 each year.  

 

7. Deadline for Submission of Application Packet: The complete application packet must be 

postmarked by June 1, 2025, or hand-delivered by 4:00 pm on that date to the St. John’s parish 

office, attention: CETA Committee, at the above address. We expect limited funds will be 

available for the 2025/2026 school year. 

 

8. Award Date: On or around July 1st of each year.
